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Foreword

The Standard Bidding Documents for Procurement of Pharmaceuticals / Vaccines / Condoms have been prepared pursuant to section 7(c) of the Public Procurement Act 2006.  It follows the World Bank Standard Bidding Documents (August 2008) realized with the contribution of WHO, UNICEF, UNFPA, MSH, and Crown Agents. They are to be used for the procurement of Pharmaceuticals / Vaccines / Condoms through Open National and International Bidding and Restricted Bidding methods. 

The Bidding Documents assume that no prequalification has taken place before bidding.

Preface

 
This Standard Bidding Document (SBD) and its companion Technical Note (TN) have been prepared for use by the Purchaser in the procurement of pharmaceuticals, vaccines, and condoms through open national and international. For the purpose of these documents, pharmaceuticals also include nutritional supplements and oral and injectable hormonal forms of contraception. The purpose of the TN is to provide background information to the Purchaser’s procurement staff, about the complex issues in the procurement of health sector goods and to help them make well-informed decisions in each special situation.


As shown in the table below, these SBDs contain two types of documents: those that must be used unchanged, and those that should be customized specifically for each procurement exercise.  This can be used to customize the Invitation for Bids and Sections II, IV, V, and VI to meet the requirements of the specific procurement. Sections I and III, however, must be incorporated unchanged in the Bidding Documents. 

 
The Sample Technical Specifications Section, as well as some specific provisions of the Bid Data Sheet and Special Conditions of Contract, is applicable to pharmaceuticals, vaccines, and condoms. Care should be taken to ensure that these additional specific provisions are incorporated into the body of the Bidding Document and that any changes or additions made to one of the customized sections are reflected in the other customized sections when appropriate.

Additional Instructions to Bidders and the contract-specific details needed for the bidding and evaluation process to be properly carried out must be made through the Bid Data Sheet only.   The Technical Requirements section of the Bidding Documents should not be used to modify any of the subjects covered by Sections I or III. 

Clauses included in the Special Conditions of Contract of these SBD should be modified as appropriate to reflect the specific needs of each procurement exercise. As these modifications prevail over the General Conditions of Contract, major changes should be avoided unless absolutely necessary. If, in the opinion of the Purchaser, the specific nature of a procurement exercise justifies a change, it should consult the PPO. 


Specific details, such as the “name of the Purchaser” and “address for bid submission,” should be furnished in the Invitation for Bids, in the Bid Data Sheet, and in the Special Conditions of Contract. The final documents should contain neither blank spaces nor options.


Accordingly, all explanatory text (i.e., all text in sans serif type face) must be removed from the final Bidding Documents. Also, all bracketed text must be either removed, if not relevant to the specific procurement, or selected for inclusion in the final Bidding Documents. Where options are presented, one must be selected and the final chosen text should be in standard roman typeface.


Footnotes that provide guidance and instruction to the Purchaser in preparing the Bidding Documents should also be removed from the final draft. However, some Sample Forms contain footnotes that provide instructions to bidders on how the form should be prepared. These should remain in the final Bidding Documents.

Section I. Instructions to Bidders

Notes on the Instructions to Bidders (ITB) 


This section of the Bidding Documents provides the information necessary for Bidders to prepare and submit responsive bids that meet the Purchaser’s requirements. The ITB describe the critical steps of bid submission, opening and evaluation, and the award of contract.


The ITB are to be used unchanged. Section II, which consists of the Bid Data Sheet (BDS), is designed to include provisions that supplement what is included in the ITB and provide the Contract-specific details needed for the bidding and evaluation process to be properly carried out. The Bid Data Sheet is specific to each procurement exercise and must be filled in completely by the Purchaser. Matters governing the performance of the Supplier, payments under the Contract, and affecting the risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the Contract during actual performance are not included in the ITB, but rather in the General Conditions of Contract (Section IV) and/or the Special Conditions of Contract (Section V). Different sections of the Bidding Documents should not overlap or duplicate the coverage of a particular topic, to avoid creating ambiguity and/or contradictions. 


The ITB and BDS do not form part of the final Contract.

Scope of Bid
	1.1 The Purchaser, as specified in the Bid Data Sheet and in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC), invites bids for the supply of Goods (pharmaceuticals, vaccines, contraceptives, or nutritional supplements as specified in the Bid Data Sheet) described in the Schedule of Requirements. The name and identification number of this procurement through Open Advertised Bidding (open for local and overseas suppliers) are specified in the BDS. The name, identification, and number of lots, if any, are provided in the BDS.

	
	1.2 
Throughout these Bidding Documents:

(a) the term “in writing” means communicated in written form (e.g. by mail, e-mail, fax, online) with proof of receipt;

(b) if the context so requires, “singular” means “plural” 
  and vice versa; 

(c) “day” means calendar day; and
(d) “online” refers to the e-Procurement system



	2.   Public Entities Related to Bidding Documents and to challenge and appeal
	2.1   The public entities related to these bidding documents are the Purchaser, acting as procurement entity, the Procurement Policy Office, in charge of issuing standard bidding documents and responsible for any amendment these may require, the Central Procurement Board  in charge of vetting Bidding document, receiving and evaluating bids in respect of major contracts and the Independent Review Panel, set up under section 44 of the Public Procurement Act 2006 (hereinafter referred to as the Act.)

	 2.2
Sections 43, 44 and 45 of the Act provide for challenge and review mechanism. Unsatisfied bidders shall follow procedures prescribed in Regulations 48, 49 and 50 of the Public Procurement Regulations 2008 to challenge procurement proceedings and award of procurement contracts or to file application for review at the Independent Review Panel.
  2.3  Challenges and Applications for Review shall be forwarded to the addresses indicated in the BDS;
3.1   It is the policy of the Government of the Republic of Mauritius to require Public Bodies, as well as bidders, suppliers, and contractors and their agents (whether declared or not), personnel, subcontractors, sub-consultants, service providers and suppliers, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of contracts. 
 In pursuance of this policy, the Government of the Republic of Mauritius:ADVANCE \D 6.0

	
	(a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

(i)
“corrupt practice” is the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another party
;

(ii)
“fraudulent practice” is any act or omission, including a misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party to obtain a financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation; 

(iii)
“collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties
 designed to achieve an improper purpose, including to influence improperly the actions of another party;

(iv)
“coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, any party
 or the property of the party to influence improperly the actions of a party;

(v)
“obstructive practice” is

(aa) 
deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing of evidence material to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to materially impede the Purchaser’s investigation into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation, or
(bb) 
acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Purchaser’s inspection and audit rights provided for under sub-clause 4.2 below.
(b) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices in competing for the contract in question; and

(c) will sanction a firm or an individual, at any time, in accordance with prevailing legislations, including by publicly declaring such firm or individual ineligible, for a stated period of time: (i) to be awarded a public contract; and (ii) to be a nominated sub-contractor, consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider of an otherwise eligible firm being awarded a public contract.

In further pursuance of this policy, Bidders shall permit the Purchaser to inspect any accounts and records and other documents relating to the Bid submission and contract performance, and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Purchaser.

3.3
Furthermore, bidders shall be aware of the provision in Clauses 23.1 and 25.1 (a) of the General Conditions of Contract. 

3.4     Bidders, suppliers and public officials shall also be aware of the provisions stated in sections 51 and 52 of the Public Procurement Act which can be consulted on the website of the Procurement Policy Office (PPO): ppo.gov.mu.

3.5      The Purchaser commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent fraud and corruption and ensures that none of its staff, personally or through his/her close relatives or through a third party, will in connection with the bid for, or the execution of a contract, demand, take a promise for or accept, for him/herself or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to.  If the Purchaser obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a criminal offence under the relevant Anti-Corruption Laws of Mauritius or if there be a substantive suspicion in this regard, he will inform the relevant authority(ies) and in addition can initiate disciplinary actions. Furthermore, such bid shall be rejected.


	 4.
Eligible                  bidders
	 4.1
Subject to ITB 4.6, a Bidder, and all parties constituting the Bidder, may have the nationality of any country except in the case of open national bidding where the bidding documents may limit participation to citizens of Mauritius or entities incorporated in Mauritius. A Bidder shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if the Bidder is a citizen or is constituted, incorporated, or registered and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country.  This criterion shall also apply to the determination of the nationality of proposed subcontractors or suppliers for any part of the Contract including Related Services. 
(a)
With a view to facilitating participation by bidders, the Purchaser shall accept the submission by bidders of equivalent documentation when particular documents required by the bidding documents are not available or issued, for example, in a foreign bidder’s country of origin.

(b)
Public bodies may also accept certifications from bidders attesting to compliance with eligibility requirements.

 4.2
A Bidder may be a private entity, government-owned entity—subject to ITB  4.8—or any combination of such entities supported by a letter of intent to enter into an agreement or under an existing agreement in the form of a joint venture or association (JVA).  
(a) Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, all partners shall be jointly and severally liable, and

(b) The JVA shall nominate a representative who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all partners of the JVA during the bidding process and, in the event the JVA is awarded the Contract, during contract execution. 

 4.3
Public bodies may require the submission of signed statements from the bidders, certifying eligibility, in the absence of other documentary evidence establishing eligibility. 


Eligibility requirements may concern:

(a)
business registration, for which evidence may include the  certificate of company registration;

(b)
tax status, for which documentation of tax registration and tax clearance are particularly relevant;

(c)
certifications by the bidder of the absence of a debarment order and absence of conflict of interest; and 

(d)
certification of status regarding conviction for any offence involving fraud, corruption or dishonesty. 

 4.4
A Bidder shall not have conflict of interest.  All Bidders found to have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified.    Bidders may be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this bidding process, if they or any of their affiliates, including but not limited to: 


(a)
have controlling partners in common; or

(b)
receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or

(c)
have the same legal representative for purposes of this bid; or

(d) have a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the bid of another Bidder; or

(e) influence the decisions of the Purchaser regarding this bidding process; or

(f) participates in more than one bid in this bidding process. Participation by a Bidder in more than one Bid will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which it is involved.  However, this does not limit the inclusion of the same subcontractor, not otherwise participating as a Bidder, in more than one bid; or 


(g)
participated as a consultant in the preparation of the technical specifications of the products that are the subject of the bid.

 4.5
(1)
While submitting any bid, a foreign individual, firm, company or institution, shall specify whether or not any agent has been appointed in Mauritius, and if so: 



(a)
the name and address of the agent; 

(b)
the figure of the commission amount payable to the agent, type of currency and mode of payment;      

(c)
any other condition agreed with the agent; and income tax registration certificate of the local agent and acceptance letter of the agent. 

(2)
If a bid submitted stated that there is no local agent, and if it is proved thereafter that there exists an agent or if a bid has stated an amount for a commission and it is 
proven that there exists a higher amount for that commission, action shall be taken against him for suspension and debarment in accordance with section 53 of the Act. 



	
	 4.6    A firm shall be excluded if by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, Mauritius prohibits any import of goods or contracting of works or services from a country where it is based or any payment to persons or entities in that country.



	
	 4.7 
(a) A  Bidder that is under a declaration of ineligibility by the Government of Mauritius in accordance with applicable laws, at the date of the deadline for bid submission or thereafter, shall be disqualified. 

(b)Bids from suppliers appearing on the ineligibility lists of African Development Bank, Asian Development Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, Inter-American Development Bank Group and World Bank Group shall be rejected.

Government-owned enterprises in the Republic of Mauritius shall be eligible only if they can establish that they:

             (i) are legally and financially autonomous; 

            (ii) operate under commercial law, and 

            (iii) are not a dependent agency of the Purchaser.

	
	 4.9
Pursuant to ITB Sub-Clause 15.1, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing, to the Purchaser’s satisfaction, the Bidder’s eligibility to bid.

	
	 4.10 Bidders shall provide such evidence of their continued          eligibility satisfactory to the Purchaser, as the Purchaser shall reasonably request.

Eligible Goods and Services

Goods produced or Services supplied from a country may be excluded if that country is subject to the conditions specified in ITB sub-clause 4.6.

For purposes of this clause, the nationality of the bidder is distinct from the country from where the Goods and Services are supplied.

For purposes of this clause, (a) the term “Goods” includes any Goods that are the subject of this Invitation for Bids and (b) the term “Services” includes related services such as transportation, insurance, commissioning, and training.

Documents Establishing Eligibility of Goods and Services and Conformity to Bidding Documents

Pursuant to ITB Clause 14, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing, to the Purchaser’s satisfaction, the eligibility of the Health Sector Goods and services to be supplied under the Contract.

The documentary evidence of the eligibility of the Goods and Services shall consist of a statement in the Price Schedule of the country of origin of the Goods and Services offered that shall be confirmed by a certificate of origin issued at the time of shipment.

	
	 6.3
The documentary evidence of conformity of the Goods and Services to the Bidding Documents may be in the form of literature, drawings, and data and shall consist of:

	
	(a)
a detailed description of the essential technical and performance characteristics of the Goods;

	
	(b)
an item-by-item commentary on the Purchaser’s Technical Specifications demonstrating substantial responsiveness of the Goods and Services to those specifications, or a statement of deviations and exceptions to the provisions of the Technical Specifications;

	
	(c)
any other procurement-specific documentation requirement as stated in the Bid Data Sheet.

	
	 6.4
Unless the Bid Data Sheet stipulates otherwise, the Goods to be supplied under the Contract shall be registered with the relevant authority in Mauritius. A Bidder who has already registered its Goods by the time of bidding should submit a copy of the Registration Certificate with its bid. Otherwise, the successful Bidder, by the time of Contract signing, shall submit to the Purchaser either:
(a)
a copy of the Registration Certificate of the Goods for use in Mauritius or if such Registration Certificate has not yet been obtained,
(b)
evidence establishing to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that the Bidder has complied with all the documentary requirements for registration as specified in the Bid Data Sheet.
 6.4.1The Purchaser shall at all times cooperate with the successful Bidder to facilitate the registration process within Mauritius. The agency and contact person able to provide additional information about registration are identified in the Bid Data Sheet.
 6.4.2
If the Goods of the successful Bidder have not been registered in Mauritius at the time of Contract signing, then the Contract shall become effective upon such date as the Certificate of Registration is obtained.

	
	 6.5
For purposes of the commentary to be furnished pursuant to ITB Clause  6.3 (b) above, the Bidder shall note that standards as well as references to brand names designated by the Purchaser in its Technical Specifications are intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive. The Bidder may substitute alternative standards, brand names, and/or catalog numbers in its bid, provided that it demonstrates to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence to those designated in the Technical Specifications.

	7.
Qualifications of the Bidder
	 7.1
The Bidder shall provide documentary evidence to establish to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that:

	
	(a)
the Bidder has the financial, technical, and production capability necessary to perform the Contract, meets the qualification criteria specified in the Bid Data Sheet, and has a successful performance history in accordance with criteria specified in the Bid Data Sheet. If a prequalification process has been undertaken for the Contract, the Bidder shall, as part of its bid, update any information submitted with its application for prequalification.

	
	(b)
in the case of a Bidder offering to supply Health Sector Goods, identified in the Bid Data Sheet, that the Bidder did not manufacture or otherwise produce, the Bidder has been duly authorized by the manufacturer or producer of such Goods to supply the Goods in Mauritius;

	
	(c) in the case of a Bidder who is not doing business in Mauritius (or for other reasons will not itself carry out service/maintenance obligations), the Bidder is or will be (if awarded the Contract) represented by a local service/maintenance provider in Mauritius equipped and able to carry out the Bidder’s warranty obligations prescribed in the Conditions of Contract and/or Technical Specifications; 

	
	(d) in the case of (c) above, the attention of bidders is drawn to the fact that Bid Security/Bid Securing Declaration if required  should be issued/ subscribed to by the Bidder and the latter shall remain solely liable for the after sale warranty as specified in sub-clause GCC 15 and other obligations even though it chooses to have them executed by its local representative; and

	
	(e) the Bidder meets the qualification criteria listed in the Bid Data Sheet (see additional clauses of Bid Data Sheet for pharmaceuticals and vaccines).

	 8.1
A firm shall submit only one bid either individually or as a partner of a joint venture (other than in cases of alternatives pursuant to ITB Clause 20). A firm that submits either individually or, as a member of a joint venture, more than one bid will cause all the proposals with the firm’s participation to be disqualified.

Cost of                   Bidding
	 9.1
The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and the Purchaser will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

The “Invitation for Bids” and the Guidelines for e-Procurement do not form part of the Bidding Documents and is included as a reference only. In case of discrepancies between the Invitation for Bid and the Bidding Documents listed in 10.1 above, said Bidding Documents will take precedence.

	 11.Clarification of Bidding Documents
	11.1
A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification on the Bidding Documents shall contact the Purchaser using the online clarifications feature available in the e-Procurement System.  The Purchaser will endeavor to respond online to any request for clarification no later than 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of proposals (bid preparation and hash submission), provided that such request is received no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the deadline. The e-Procurement System shall alert all those who have responded online to the Bidding Documents of any clarification issued by the Purchaser. The clarification shall include a description of the inquiry but without identifying its source. Should the Purchaser deem it necessary to amend the Bidding Documents as a result of a clarification, it shall do so following the procedure under ITB Clause 12 and ITB Sub-Clause 23.2.

Amendment of Bidding Documents

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids (bid preparation and hash submission), the Purchaser may amend the Bidding Documents by issuing Addenda.

Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages in the language specified, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the translation shall govern.

in the absence of prequalification, scanned copies of documentary evidence in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause  4.3 establishing to the Purchaser’s satisfaction the Bidder’s eligibility to bid including but not limited to documentary evidence that the Bidder is legally incorporated in a territory of an eligible source country as defined under ITB Clause  4.1;

(f)
scanned copies of documentary evidence establishing to the Purchaser’s satisfaction, and in accordance with ITB Clause  6 that the Goods and ancillary services to be supplied by the Bidder are eligible Goods and Services, pursuant to ITB Clause  5, and that they conform to the Bidding Documents;

(g) 
scanned copies of documentary evidence establishing to the Purchaser’s satisfaction, and in accordance with ITB Clause  7 that the Bidder is qualified to perform the Contract if its bid is accepted. Where the Supplier contests the validity of the rejection by the Purchaser or his representative, of any inspection as required by 9.1 above conducted before shipment or at ultimate destination, whether based on product or packing grounds, a sample drawn jointly by the Supplier and Purchaser or his or her representative and authenticated by both, will be forwarded for umpire analysis within four weeks of the time the Supplier contests to an independent agency mutually agreed by the Purchaser and Supplier. Section V. Schedule of Requirements

The Schedule of Requirements provides a concise description of each product and the quantity required, along with any technical specifications unique to that item. If it can be printed with sufficient space for Suppliers to enter offers, having Suppliers use this space for bids greatly simplifies the collation of offers. Sufficient space should be provided so that the Supplier can enter all relevant information, including the name of the original manufacturer. 

The Schedule of Requirements should include the international nonproprietary name (INN) or generic name (for combination product, the name of each generic component), the strength in metric units for each component, the basic unit (tablet, capsule, vial, bottle), the package size, and the number of packages needed. Some Schedules of Requirements list both the total number of packages and the total number of basic units needed, to avoid misunderstanding and to allow for the possibility that a Supplier may offer a different (but acceptable) package size representing the same number of basic units. The schedule of requirements should specify whether the listed package sizes are the only ones acceptable.

The delivery schedule expressed as weeks stipulates hereafter a delivery date that is the date of delivery (i) at EXW premises or (ii) to the carrier at the port of shipment when the Contract is placed on FOB or CIF terms or (iii) to the first carrier when the Contract is placed on FCA or CIP terms. To determine the correct date of delivery hereafter specified, the Purchaser has taken into account the additional time that will be needed for international or national transit to the site or to another common place.

Section VI. Technical Specifications

Notes for Preparing the Technical Specifications [Procurement Specific]

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for Bidders to respond realistically and competitively to the requirements of the Purchaser without qualifying their bids. The sample text provided in this section should serve as guidance only. This text is not intended to be used verbatim since technical specifications specific to each procurement should be drafted by the Purchaser for inclusion in the bidding documents. In the context of international open advertised bidding among qualified firms, the specifications must be drafted to permit the widest possible competition. The technical specifications establish the requirements for good manufacturing practices (GMPs), pharmacopoeial standards, nomenclature, and description required for each product, shelf life and package expiration date parameters, labeling instructions, packaging instructions, GMP and quality assurance certificates required, and other evidence of product quality to be submitted with the bid and with each shipment. Only if this is done will the objectives of economy, efficiency, and fairness in procurement be realized, responsiveness of bids be ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation facilitated. 

Specific pharmacopoeial standards should be listed for each product; if any of a range of standards is adequate (British Pharmacopoeia, United States Pharmacopoeia, European Pharmacopoeia, or International Pharmacopoeia), this should be noted. If special packaging or labeling is required for a subset of products, this should be indicated on the schedule of requirements (see above), but a generic statement of packaging and labeling applied to all products should be included in the general technical specifications. Instructions about labeling (contents and language) and package inserts can be included in the technical specifications, unless there are specific requirements for each batch or schedule of requirements.

Notes on Locally manufactured goods

Locally Manufactured Goods -Value-added criterion

The goods have been produced in Mauritius wholly or partially from imported materials (or materials of unknown origin) and the value added resulting from the process of production accounts for at least 25% of the ex-factory cost of the finished product.

Explanation:

The value added is the difference between the ex-factory cost of the finished product and the c.i.f. value of imported materials used in production. 

Ex-factory cost means the value of the total inputs required to produce a given product. In applying this criterion, domestic material content may be either low or non-existent in the composition of the products.

Calculation of ex-factory cost:

The following costs, charges and expenses should be included:

(a) The cost of imported materials, as represented by their c.i.f. value accepted by the Customs authorities on clearance for home consumption, or on temporary admission at the time of last importation in Mauritius where they were used in a process of production, less the amount of any transport costs incurred in transit.

Provided that the cost of imported materials not imported by the manufacturer will be the delivery cost at the factory but excluding customs duties and other charges of equivalent effect thereon;

(b) The cost of local materials, as represented by their delivery price at the factory;

(c) The cost of direct labour as represented by the wages paid to the operatives responsible for the manufacture of the goods;

(d) The cost of direct factory expenses, as represented by:

· the operating cost of the machine being used to manufacture the goods;

· the expenses incurred in the cleaning, drying, polishing, pressing or any other process, as may be necessary for the finishing of the goods;

· the cost of putting up the goods in their retail packages and the cost of such packages but excluding any extra cost of packing the goods for transportation and the cost of any extra packages;

· the cost of special designs, drawings or layout; and the hire of tools, or equipment for the production of the goods.

(e) The cost of factory overheads as represented by:

· rent, rates and insurance charges directly attributed to the factory;

· indirect labour charges, including salaries paid to factory managers, wages paid to foremen, examiners and testers of the goods;

· power, light, water and other service charges directly attributed to the cost of manufacture of the goods;

· consumable stores, including minor tools, grease, oil and other incidental items and materials used in the manufacture of the goods;

· depreciation and maintenance of factory buildings, plant and machinery, tools and other items used in the manufacture of the goods

The following costs, charges and expenses should be excluded:

(a) Administration expenses as represented by:

· office expenses, office rent and salaries paid to accountants, clerks, managers and other executive personnel;

· directors' fees, other than salaries paid to directors who act in the capacity of factory managers;

· statistical and costing expenses in respect of the manufactured goods;

· investigation and experimental expenses.

(b) Selling expenses, as represented by:

· the cost of soliciting and securing orders, including such expenses as advertising charges and agents’ or salesmen’ commission or salaries;

· expenses incurred in the making of designs, estimates and tenders.

(c) Distribution expenses, represented by all the expenditure incurred after goods have left the factory, including;

· the cost of any materials and payments of wages incurred in the packaging of the goods for export;

· warehousing expenses incurred in the storage of the finished goods;

· the cost of transporting the goods to their destination.

(d) Charges not directly attributed to the manufacture of the goods:

· any customs duty and other charges of equivalent effect paid on the imported raw materials;

· any excise duty paid on raw materials produced in the country where the finished goods are manufactured;

· any other indirect taxes paid on the manufactured products;

· any royalties paid in respect of patents, special machinery or designs; and

· finance charges related to working capital.

� In this context, any action taken by a bidder, supplier, contractor, or any of its personnel, agents, sub-consultants, sub-contractors, service providers, suppliers and/or their employees to influence the procurement process or contract execution for undue advantage is improper.

� 	The delivery may be specified for a single shipment, for several partial shipments, for a specific date, or range of acceptable delivery periods.


� 	If the quantity required is very large, and competition is likely to be very restricted because of lack of manufacturing capacity, the Purchaser may decide at the time of preparing Bidding Documents to divide the required quantities into more than one lot. However, as far as practical, the size of lots should be for comparable quantity and the number of lots should normally not be more than three. The BDS should indicate whether or not discounts for combined lots will be taken into account for bid evaluation and award of Contract.


� 	The Purchaser must specify here the date from which the delivery schedule will start. That date should be a date not later than the Contract Effective Date and may be the Contract Effective Date itself, the date the letter of credit is opened, or the date of confirmation of the letter of credit, as appropriate. The Bid Submission Form should include only a cross reference to this Schedule.


� 	Delete if both air and sea shipments are acceptable. If some items must be sent only by air shipment, this should be specified clearly.


� 	The Bank shall insert the amount(s) specified in the SCC and denominated, as specified in the SCC, either in the currency(ies) of the Contract or a freely convertible currency acceptable to the Purchaser.


� 	Dates established in accordance with Clause 8.4 of the General Conditions of Contract (“GCC”), taking into account any warranty obligations of the Supplier under Clause 15 of the GCC intended to be secured by a partial Performance Guarantee. The Purchaser should note that in the event of an extension of the time to perform the Contract, the Purchaser would need to request an extension of this Guarantee from the Bank.  Such request must be in writing and must be made prior to the expiration date established in the Guarantee. In preparing this Guarantee, the Purchaser might consider adding the following text to the Form, at the end of the penultimate paragraph:  “We agree to a one-time extension of this Guarantee for a period not to exceed [six months] [one year], in response to the Purchaser’s written request for such extension, such request to be presented to us before the expiry of the Guarantee.” 


� 	 Insert documents establishing “delivery” of the goods in accordance with the particular Incoterm selected. (See SCC 11.) 


� 	Insert the delivery date stipulated in the original delivery schedule. The Purchaser should note that in the event of an extension of the time to perform the Contract, the Purchaser would need to request an extension of this guarantee from the Guarantor. Such request must be in writing and must be made prior to the expiration date established in the guarantee. In preparing this guarantee, the Purchaser might consider adding the following text to the form, at the end of the penultimate paragraph: “The Guarantor agrees to a one-time extension of this guarantee for a period not to exceed [six months][one year], in response to the Purchaser’s written request for such extension, such request to be presented to the Guarantor before the expiry of the guarantee.”
